RAIN has purchased the 13 acres in Cal-
lahan, making it our permanent head-
quarters for operations in Nassau 
County.    This property will serve as a 
safe haven for animals that pass 
through RAINõS organization while in 
search of their forever homes. The shel-
ter will also provide a recovery area for 
spay/neuter surgeries, and serve as a 
train depot for passengers awaiting the 
next RAIN Train.  It was official Octo-
ber 2, 2009, when RAIN Board members 
Houston Deaver and Lynda Mixson 
signed the mortgage agreement with 
sellers Bill and Linda Ewer.   The Ewerõs 
have leased the property to RAIN for 
the past two years, while the organiza-
tion raised funds for the down -payment.   
The property came equipped with 2 arti-
san wells, 3 electrical services, phone, 
and 3 existing buildings.   RAIN has 
made several improvements since their 
occupancy in September 2007.   9 of the 
13 acres have been fenced for the dogs to 
exercise, a horse corral and several 
stalls for Maggie the 2300lb Belgium and 
Little Jimmy the Nubian goat have been 
built.   We have added the òSkippy Amos 

Dog Kennelsó, which house the majority 
of our canine residents, along with a 1/4 
acre puppy corral for the younger 
crowd.  We have converted one of the 
buildings into our free roaming cattery, 
referred to as the Deaver Den, complete 
with a screened -in porch for outside ac-
cess for the kitties. We are in the process 
of converting the larger steel building 
into a surgical recovery unit and hurri-
cane evacuation site.   This building 
would also serve as a future spay/neuter 
clinic if RAIN felt the need for one.  
RAIN would like to take this opportu-
nity to give a big òThanksó to everyone 
who supported this accomplishment.  To 
the many who donated money, time vol-
unteered at the fundraisers and shelter, 
those who attended the fundraisers, the 
matching of funds through their busi-
nesses, those that donated items for our 
booth at Eileenõs, and our many garage/
sidewalk sales.   Thank You for all of 
your concern and compassion for the 
animals in our community, for they are 
truly the ones that will benefit from 
your generosity.
